Then I’ll hit more raindrops. 


At 
least you’ve got something 


over your head.

There is a FLASH of lightning and a CRASH of thunder very close by.

5;

RUDI ( panic ) 


I’ll fly faster!

NEW ANGLES to show Rudi several dodging bolts of lighting with great skill like he is enjoying a roller coaster trip. He loves it. 

6;

RUDI ( excited ) 


Weeeeee! Again. Again!

ON TRUDI hanging on tight and turning a little green. 
7;

TRUDI


I wish I hadn’t had those 


sardines 
for breakfast.

ON RUDI.

8;

RUDI


Look on the bright side Trudi.


There’s 
always something good 


on the other 
side of a storm.

WIDE as they storm cloud parts before them and bright sunlight comes shining through. 

ON TRUDI AND RUDI and they see something amazing.



RUDI ( stunned ) 

9;
Woah!

CUT VERY WIDE to reveal that under the very compact storm cloud rain is still pouring down, dissected by beams of light coming from the sun. Where the two meet there is a beautiful arc of semi-translucent colours. 

10;

TRUDI ( entranced ) 


A rainbow.

ON RUDI AND TRUDI.

11;

RUDI


Beautyroony! I wonder what makes 


them?

12;

TRUDI


The sun does - if it keeps shining,


when the rain is pouring down.

WIDE as they fly away from us.



RUDI  

13;
Really? I heard it was elves. 

SCENE 2; EXT. LOWER IN THE SKY. DAY.  

As they fly low across the countryside it’s colours quickly begin to drop out, at first into grey tones. 

14;

TRUDI


Rudi, is it me or is the world 


getting greyer?  
15;

RUDI


Maybe the rain washed the 


colours away? 
They flutter to the ground to investigate. 

SCENE 3; GREY COUNTRYSIDE. DAY. CONTINUOUS

PANNING WITH OUR HEROES as they saunter along examining the rapidly bleaching world around them; the greys fading away. 

16;

RUDI


Going. Going. Gone!

EXT. A WORLD OF WHITE. DAY. CONTINUOUS 

The whole world has now become white space and black outlines. Only Rudi and Trudi retain their colours.  

17;

TRUDI ( amazed ) 


It’s like a colouring book 


that nobody’s 
coloured. 
Trudi jumps, suddenly making her self bigger in that cat self defensive way. 

18;

RUDI


What’s the matter?

19;

TRUDI  


Someone’s hiding behind that 


rock. 

She points and WE PAN to see what she has seen; something strange and squiggly hiding behind a see through rock. 

20;

MONO


Run!

MONO and CHROME, two very small children break into a run, sticking close together as they do so we can’t get a good look at them. The reason for this is that they both consist only of outlines ( a bit like pencil tests ) so they tend to get muddled up!  

Mono is a boy and Chrome a slightly younger girl. Both have 

big heads and very big eyes; the kind of eyes which if on the verge of tears could convince you to do anything. Their innocence and vulnerability here is a big contrast to how they will become later as a result of our story.

RUDI


Wait! Come back.

22;

TRUDI


We’re friends.

NEW ANGLES as a little game begins – which sees Rudi and Trudi trying to catch the children as they dart from behind one see-through thing to another.

RUDI


This is the easiest game of 


hide and seek ever! 
Then they corner them, cowering, behind a tree 

24;

TRUDI


Please don’t be scared.

25;

RUDI


We’re Rudi and Trudi.
 

The children cautiously come out from behind the tree and we see them clearly (and separately) for the first time.

MONO


I’m Mono.



CHROME

I’m Chrome.

Chrome starts poking Rudi with her finger.

RUDI


Hey, that tickles!

29;

MONO (in wonder) 


Why can’t we see though you?

TRUDI 


Because of our colours.

ON MONO and CHROME, their eyes growing wider in wonder.

MONO/CHROME


Col – lours.

ON RUDI 

32;

RUDI


Where we come from there’s lots 


of them.

He points at his beak.

RUDI ( cont ) 




Yellow

ON MONO and CHROME, their eyes growing wider in wonder.

34;

MONO/CHROME  


Yel-low.

ON TRUDI pointing at her ears.

35;

TRUDI


Pink.

ON MONO and CHROME, their eyes growing even wider in wonder.

36;

MONO/CHROME


Pink.

ON RUDI pointing at Trudi’s bell. 

37;

RUDI 


Sparkles!

ON MONO and CHROME, their eyes growing a little wider in wonder.

38;

MONO/CHROME


Spar-kles

ON RUDI 

39;

RUDI 


We have colours for EVERYTHING! 

ON MONO AND CHROME frozen –then they burst into floods of tears.

40;

MONO/CHROME ( agonised ) 


<BWAAAAAAAAAAAAHHHH!> 


We don’t have any colours at all!

WIDER as our heroes rush in to try to placate them.

TRUDI


Please don’t cry!

42;

MONO/CHROME ( louder ) 


<WAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAAHHHHHHHHH!>

ON TRUDI as she pulls Rudi to one side in a panic over the aural assault.

Rudi, do something.

RUDI ( ‘fingers’ in ears ) 


O.K. Climb aboard. Let’s get out


of here. 

Trudi shoots Rudi a scowl. 

45;

RUDI


Only kidding.

46;

TRUDI 


We must do something to cheer 


them up.   

Rudi’s eyes pop wide.
47;

RUDI


I’ve just had a brilliant idea! 

48;

TRUDI


Oh no. 

49;

RUDI


Oh yes. Leave this to me.

ON MONO AND CHROME who are sitting on a rock now, holding each other for comfort as they sniffle. A confident Rudi strides up.

50;

RUDI


Girls. Guys. Stop your snuffling.


I’ve got some good news. 

51;

MONO/CHROME ( hopeful )  


We can have colours too?

52;

RUDI ( kindly ) 


Maybe, one day, IF you find a 


very special place.

Rudi plonks himself down between them and goes into storyteller mode.

53;

RUDI  


Once upon a somewhere there’s 


a 
something called a rainbow.

ON MONO And CHROME listening intently. 

54;

MONO/CHROME


A rain-bow

As Rudi talks we PUSH IN on them and DISSOLVE THROUGH into their minds to see how they imagine Rudi’s story; in images closer to a child’s drawings than the usual show style.

SCENE 4: EXT. THE WORLD IN RUDI’S STORY. CONT
We see a rainbow arcing over the countryside.

When the storm clouds storm 


and

sun still shines, a big arch of


colours stretches across the sky.

SCENE 5; EXT. A WORLD OF WHITE. DAY. CONTINUOUS 

Mono and Chrome are entrances by Rudi’s words.

Cool!

60;

RUDI 


So stop your sobs and wish your 


wishes and one day your dreams 


will come true.

He jumps to his feet as Mono and Chrome clap excitedly.

MONO/CHROME


<HAPPY NOISES>

ON TRUDI as a proud Rudi walks back over to her.

62;

RUDI


I think that went really well.

An excited Mono and Chrome run in. Both are clutching large buckets.

63;

MONO/CHROME 


Rudi’s taking us to the land of 


colours! 

A beat. Rudi and Trudi’s mouths fall open. 

CLOCK WIPE TO-

ACT TWO

SCENE 6; EXT. A ROAD WEAVING THROUGH COUNTRYSIDE

WIDE on a road that winds from the grey world to the normal one of colours. Mono and Tone come skipping along it, buckets in hand, with Rudi and Trudi trailing behind. Rudi has a skip in his step too, but Trudi is disgruntled.

MONO/TONE ( chanting ) 


We’re on the road with Rudi


‘cos Rudi is our friend.


We’ll find the land of colours 


and our joy will never end.

ON RUDI AND TRUDI. 

65;

RUDI


Set that to music and you’d 


have a big hit.

66;

TRUDI


You’ll be a big flop when they 


find out 
there’s no such place 


as the land of colours.  

67;

RUDI ( petulant ) 


There might be.

68;

TRUDI ( firm ) 


There isn’t!  

ON MONO AND CHROME still skipping down the road and chanting, As they do they pass A BLACK AND WHITE COW in a field who looks up to hear what they’re chanting.

MONO


When we get to the land of 


colours.

70;

CHROME ( cont ) 


We’ll be any that we please.

71;

MONO ( cont ) 


We’ll take our due of red and 


blue. 

72;

MONO/CHROME( waving buckets ) 


And bring them back in these!

They look up and their eyes grow wide. They have seen something amazing.

<WHOAH>

WIDE from behind them as they break into a run towards it. Hanging on the horizon is the same compact storm cloud we 

saw earlier, raining on the plain below. A graceful arc of 

a rainbow descends from it.

Are you going to tell them

Just then would have been good. 

CLOCK WIPE TO -

SCENE 7; FURTHER ALONG THE ROAD. LATER IN THE DAY  

A very similar shot of Mono and Chrome skipping along, except now they are on either side of a happy skipping cow – who also has a bucket!

79;

MONO/CHROME/COW/ELEPHANT


We’re on the road with Rudi,


‘cos Rudi is our friend.

ON A TIRED TRUDI AND RUDI, looking at the compact storm cloud which is still off in the far distance.

TRUDI ( cont )  


If that storm keeps moving 


this walk will never end.

Rudi stops in his tracks.

Mono appears, curious

Excuse me. I heard your chanting.

CUT WIDER. Standing behind them is AN ELEPHANT.

THE ELEPHANT ( cont ) 


Can I join you on your quest? 

CLOCK WIPE TO- 

SCENE 8; EXT. FURTHER ALONG THE ROAD. MUCH LATER IN THE DAY  

Another similar shot of Mono and Chrome skipping along, except now they are on either side of a happy cow and an elephant. They have buckets too and the ground shakes a little as they skip.

EVERYONE ( chanting ) 


We’re on the road with Rudi


‘cos Rudi is our friend.

88;

THE ELEPHANT ( chanting ) 


No more grey, 
but bright and gay


I’ll end up in the end.

ON RUDI AND TRUDI trailing behind a little as before.

Now.

In a minute.

I’ll tell them soon.

TRUDI


Now.

REVERSE ON THEM walking down the road away from us. The storm still seems a long way off and shadows are growing longer.

It’s on the tip of my tongue. 

PAN UP TO THE SUN shining.

MATCH DISSOLVE TO the moon hanging in a clear night sky.

PAN DOWN to reveal…  

SCENE 9; EXT. BY THE SIDE OF THE ROAD. NIGHT.

The travellers are grouped around a campfire chanting a softer, more reflective version of their song. There is now 

A HUGE POLAR BEAR sitting amongst them!

EVERYONE


We’re on the road with Rudi,


‘cos Rudi is our friend (etc)

PULL OUT TO REVEAL RUDI AND TRUDI in the foreground.

98;

RUDI 


Look I didn’t invite him. He says 


he’s a friend of the elephant.

TRUDI


If you won’t tell them the truth 


I will.

100;

RUDI


Trudi you can’t do that.

101; 

TRUDI 


Watch me. 

She stomps off towards the other.

RUDI 


Come back!

ON THE GANG AROUND THE CAMPFIRE who stop their singing as Trudi walks up.

TRUDI


Listen gang, there’s something 


you should know. We can’t go to 


the land of 
colours because...

HER POV. Mono, Chrome and the others look worried.

104;

EVERYONE ( anxious) 


Because? 

ON TRUDI suddenly awkward as Rudi leans into her shot 

105;

RUDI  


Not so easy is it?

HER POV. Mono and Chrome’s eyes grow big and teary.

106;

EVERYONE ( more anxious ) 


Because? 

ON TRUDI trying to get the words out.

107;

TRUDI 


Because - of the elves!

Rudi’s beak falls open in amazement as Trudi launches into a rush of nervous improvisation.

108;

TRUDI ( cont) 


The colour elves - who make the


colours. 
They’re mean – and 


short, which makes them even 


meaner. They don’t like anyone 


taking their colours, so that’s


why they have er… er.

RUDI ( trying to be helpful ) 


Fish, Great big fish. With teeth.

110;

TRUDI 


And a dog.

111;

RUDI 


That’s also a dragon.

112;

TRUDI 


And that’s why we can’t go to 


the land 
of colours. The end.

HER POV. Everyone looks stunned by this amazing information – for a beat and then…

EVERYONE 


<A HUGE SIGH OF RELIEF> 

114;

COW


Is that all?

115;

POLAR BEAR   


I’m not scared of elves or


or fish or dogs - even if they 


are dragons!

116;

MONO AND CHROME 


We’ll look after you Rudi and Trudi.  

117;

ELEPHANT( emotional ) 


Group hug! 
WIDE as everyone leaps to their feet and rushes at Rudi and Trudi to give them a cuddle! Our heroes disappear under their assault of love.
ANGLE ON A DISHEVELLED RUDI AND TRUDI crawling out of the group hug between people’s legs.  

118;

RUDI  


That went well.

PAN UP TO THE SKY – AND THE MOON which begins to wobble and spin and transform. <STRANGE TRANSFORMATION MUSIC.>  

PULL OUT FAST. The moon has become one of a very anxious looking Rudi’s eyes.   

SCENE 10; INT. A BIZARRE COURTROOM WITH ODD ANGLES. 

We hear the <BANGING> of a gavel. 

120;

ELEPHANT ( OS )  


Rudi the raven. 

WIDE To reveal the elephant dressed as a judge, looming over Rudi in the dock.

ELEPHANT ( cont ) 


You stand accused of telling 


tales 
and making up stories. 


How do you plead?

122;

RUDI ( nervous )


The dog ate my homework? 

Trudi stomps in. 

123;

TRUDI 


Your honour I object. My client 


has 
no idea what he’s saying 


because he’s 
a featherbrain.

124;

ELEPHANT


Objection overruled because 


you’re a liar too!

Mono and Chrome grab Trudi and put her in the dock too. 



TRUDI ( struggling )

Hey, this is supposed to be 


his nightmare not mine! 

126;

ELEPHANT 


Members of the jury have you 


reached your decision?    

PAN TO THE JURY made entirely of polar bears and cows. 

127;

LEADER OF THE JURY


We find Rudi and Trudi guilty.

ON THE ELEPHANT 

128;

ELEPHANT


And I sentence you to be shaken  


until all your colours fall out. 

ON RUDI AND TRUDI as everyone grabs them and begins shaking them back and forth.

RUDI/TRUDI


No. No. NO!

MATCH DISSOLVE THROUGH TO - 

SCENE 11; EXT. BY THE SIDE OF THE ROAD. SUNRISE.

Rudi and Trudi ( who have fallen asleep by the exhausted campfire ) are being shaken awake by the cow and the bear.

130;

THE COW


Wake up. Wake up.

131;

THE BEAR 


The sun is shining.

132;

THE ELEPHNAT


There’s not a cloud in the sky.

133;

ALL THREE


It’s a disaster!

WIDE as our heroes sit up and look around them – involuntary smiles spreading across their faces. 

134;

TRUDI  


Rudi there’s no rain storm 


and 
that means no rainbow!

Rudi jumps to his feet and starts dancing around .

135;

RUDI 


Hooray! Hooray! Whooparoony!

Then he realises what he is doing.

136;

RUDI 


I mean ( sombre ) that’s really 


sad. 

ON TRUDI stroking an unhappy looking elephant.  

137;

TRUDI


Guys I’m really sorry. I guess 


we’ll have to give up on our 


quest. 

Rudi enters with a big box of paper hankies. 

138;

RUDI


Here Trudi. You’ll need these. 



There’s gonna be a whole lot 


of tears.

139;

MONO/CHROME ( OS )  


<APPROACHING LAUGHTER>!

Rudi and Trudi look up in surprise and we CUT TO THEIR P.O.V. Instead of the tearful Mono and Chrome they were expecting the two children are running back into camp with buckets full of water and big smiles on their faces.

140;

MONO


Don’t worry gang.

141;

CHROME


We have water.

142;

MONO 


Enough to make a rainbow of 


our own!

WIDE as every starts jumping up and down excitedly – except Rudi and Trudi. 

143;

COW/BEAR/ELEPHANT( chanting ) 


The land of colours! The land 


of colours!

144;

TRUDI


But you can’t just decide to 


make a rainbow. You have to get 


the water into the air. 

145;

THE ELEPHANT


Luckily I brought a hose pipe


with me. 

He dunks his trunk in one of the buckets and sucks. 

ON MONO as he approaches Rudi and Trudi, handing them two of the buckets.   

146;

MONO


Rudi and Trudi, on behalf of 


everyone I’d like to thank you 


for telling us about the land 


of colours. Please accept 


these and the honour of being 


the first to go under the rainbow.

NEW ANGLE to reveal elephant is now spraying an arc of water.

Where the sunlight cuts through it a small rainbow has formed. Rudi and Trudi reluctantly begin to walk under it, encouraged by the <CHEERS> of the others.

CHROME ( calling out ) 


You’re our heroes!

148;

TRUDI 


And we’ll zeroes when we just 


walk out the other - 

As Rudi and Trudi pass under the arch there is a <FZAP> of mystic energy and they vanish. 

SCENE 12; EXT. THE LAND OF COLOURS. DAY. CONTINUOUS

CLOSE ON A SHOCKED RUDI AND TRUDI;, their eyes wide in a mirror of the earlier scene where Mono and Chrome first saw their imagined land of colours.

TRUDI ( cont )


S-s-s-ide! 

CUT TO A REVEAL SHOT of the land, exactly as it was.  

150;

BIG BOOMING VOICE ( OS) 


WHO DARES TRESPASS IN THE LAND


OF COLOURS?

NEW ANGLE as our heroes turn to see A GANG OF MEAN LOOKING ELVES glaring at them. They are identical except for their differently coloured costumes which match the small ponds of pigment they are stirring with giant brushes. 

CLOSE ON A STUNNED RUDI AND TRUDI 

152;

RUDI


A-a-at least they don’t have 


the dragon dog.

There is a <DEEP GROWL> and WE PULL OUT FAST to reveal, yep, A DAFT LOOKING DRAGON DOG right behind them.

RUDI/TRUDI


<YIKES!>

NEW ANGLES as they drop their buckets and break into a run, just dodging elves trying to whack them with their paintbrushes, leaving big splatty splats on the countryside.

SCENE 13; EXT. BY THE SIDE OF THE ROAD. DAY. CONTINOUS  

Mono, Chrome and the horrified others are gathered around the rainbow ( the elephant is still spraying ) listening to fearful noises coming from the other side.

<SOUNDS OF PANIC>

Come on gang. We must help them.

But the others cling together in fear.

156;

THE COW 


W-we can’t. We were lying last 


night. 

157;

THE POLAR BEAR 


I’m scared of elves and 


dragons! 

158;

THE ELEPHANT 


I didn’t even really believe 


there 
was a land of colours.

159;

THE COW 


I just wanted to make new 


friends!

SCENE 14; EXT. THE LAND OF COLOURS. DAY. CONTINUOUS 

ON TRUDI cornered by GIANT PIRANHA FISH hanging in mid–air!

160;

FISH


<fishy growl>

161;

TRUDI 


Why couldn’t we imagine a 


plate 
of sardines instead?

ON RUDI in mid–air dodging giant splats of colour being propelled at him by the elves flicking their brushes.

162;

RUDI 


You missed! You missed! 

<SPLOT!> That one hit him.

163;

RUDI


You didn’t.

SCENE 15; EXT. BY THE SIDE OF THE ROAD. DAY. CONTINUOUS 

ON THE ELEPHANT straining to keep the arc of water coming.

ELEPHANT ( stressed ) 


I can’t keep this up much longer.

WIDE on the others being confronted by Mono and Tone.

165;

MONO
Come on gang, will you help us?

CHROME


Or do we have to do this on 


our own?

SCENE 16; EXT. THE LAND OF COLOURS. DAY. CONTINUOUS

A great crowd of elves ( plus dragon dog and strange floating fish ) are converging on our cornered heroes.

ELF WITH BOOMING VOICE


NO ONE STEALS OUR COLOURS!

168;

MONO/CHROME ( OS ) 


WE DO! 

ON MONO AND CHROME as they appear under the rainbow with a <FZAP> of mystic energy. They are riding the cow and the polar bear in a great ‘cavalry to the rescue’ moment! 

NEW ANGLES. Both carry buckets and as they gallop past the lakes of colour they lean down to scoop up some of the contents.

ON CHROME

SCENE 18; EXT. THE LAND OF COLOURS. DAY. CONTINUOUS

Rudi and Trudi are about to run under the rainbow when it fades before them.

RUDI  


We’re trapped!

SCENE 19; EXT. A NEW PLACE IN THE REAL WORLD. DAY.

ON THE ELEPHANT running around searching. 

179;

ELEPHANT 


Must find water. Must find water.

Then he see something. 

180;

ELEPHANT ( cont )  


Aha!

PAN AHEAD to reveal the side wall of A FARMHOUSE with an open window. From inside we can hear running water and -  

181;

A WOMAN ( singing OS )


Singing in the bath tub. 


Singing as I soak.

The elephant quickly sneaks up to the window on tippy toe 

( because that looks funnier )and sticks his trunk in the window.

182;

A WOMAN ( OS ) 


<A PIECING SCREAM>

He sucks. 

SCENE 20; EXT. THE LAND OF COLOURS. DAY. CONTINUOUS

An even greater crowd of elves ( plus dragon dog and strange floating fish ) are converging on ALL our cornered heroes.

183;

ELF WITH BOOMING VOICE


NO ONE STEALS OUR COLOURS!

184;

RUDI ( to Trudi ) 


Haven’t we been here before?

With a <FZAP> of mystic energy our heroes appear underneath it and come running out.

TRUDI


Here we come. Here we come.

RUDI


Cut the water!

Rudi grabs the elephants trunk and squeezes, stopping the flow just as an angry elf comes running through. Caught half way between our world and his he waves an angry fist and then fades with the rainbow.   

191;

COLOUR ELF ( fading ) 


<very bad language in elvish>

ON ALL THE TRAVELLERS as they begin jumping up and down in triumph. 

192;

MONO/CHROME


Look at us. Look at us.

193;

COW/POLAR BEAR


We’ve got colours!

194;

ELEPHANT ( sulking ) 


But I’m still a grotty old grey.

195;

CHROME


Not for long you’re not. 

Mono, Chrome, the cow and the polar bear all start slapping their hands, hoofs and paws on him so he is quickly covered in multicoloured hand prints.  

196;

ELEPHANT


Tee hee hee. That tickles. 

ON RUDI AND TRUDI watching this and smiling.

197;

RUDI


We’ve had some odd adventures, 


but I think that was the odderest.

198;

TRUDI


Still everything turned out all 


right in the– 

There is a <CRASH OF THUNDER> and a flash of lightning. Torrential rain begins to fall. Within seconds it has washed all of Rudi and Trudi’s new colours away. Mono and Chrome come running up – still laughing, although their colours are running away too.

RUDI


Er.. shouldn’t you guys be 


crying?

200;

MONO


Why would we do that?

201;

TRUDI


Because of the rain – your 


colours. 
You’re back where you 


started 

202;

MONO


Oh no. We’re different.  

203;

CHROME


Now we’ve been brave and we’ve 


done things. 

204;

MONO


We’re happy we look like us!

ANOTHER <CRASH OF THUNDER.> The rain increases. Everyone turns and runs for cover towards a tree where the rest of the animals ( still multicoloured ) are hiding from the rain.

TRUDI ( running )  


Trudi, do you think anything I 


make 
up in stories becomes real?

206;

TRUDI ( running )  


Maybe Rudi. Why?

EXT. UNDER A TREE. DAY. CONT.

The others look up as Rudi and Co run in to join  them.

207;

RUDI 


Gather round gang. I have a 


tale 
to tell you – about a land 


made entirely of cheese! 

Everyone < LAUGHS> as they sit down around him as he starts to inaudibly tell his story. 

As he does WE PULL OUT so we see the tree in the landscape with the rain still pouring down. 

WE CONTINUE TO PULL OUT until they are framed under the rainbow in the sky.
